Thou, O Christ, art our God of exceeding praise Who didst  

establish our Holy Fathers as luminous stars upon earth, and 

through them didst guide us unto the true Faith, O most merciful 

One, glory to Thee. 
 

TROPARION OF ST. GEORGE  IN TONE FOUR 

As deliverer of captives and defender of the poor, healer of the 

infirm and champion of kings, victorious Great-martyr George, 

intercede with Christ our God that our souls may be saved. 
 

KONTAKION FOR REGULAR SUNDAYS IN TONE TWO  

O undisputed intercessor of Christians, the Mediatrix who was 

unrejected by the Creator. Turn now away from the voice of our 

petitions, though we be sinners.
