Eisodikon (Entrance Hymn) is “O come, let us worship… save us, O 

Son of God, Who art risen from the dead…” After the Little Entrance, 

chant the apolytikia in the following order:

Thou didst shatter death by Thy Cross, Thou didst open paradise 

to the thief; Thou didst turn the sadness of the ointment-bearing 

women into joy. And didst bid Thine Apostles proclaim a  

warning, that Thou hast risen O Christ, granting to the world the 

Great Mercy. 
 

 

 TROPARION OF ST. GEORGE IN TONE FOUR 

As deliverer of captives and defender of the poor, healer of the 

infirm and champion of kings, victorious Great-martyr George, 

intercede with Christ our God that our souls may be saved. 
 

 

 

 KONTAKION OF THE TRANSFIGURATION IN TONE SEVEN 

On the mountain You were transfigured, O Christ God, and Your 

disciples beheld Your glory as far as they could see it: so that 

when they would behold You crucified, they would understand 

that Your suffering was voluntary, and would proclaim to the 

world that You are truly the Radiance of the Father.

THE EPISTLE 

(For the Eighth Sunday after Pentecost) 

The Lord will give strength to His people. 

Ascribe to the Lord, O sons of God, ascribe to the Lord honor and glory. 
The Reading from the First Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians. (1:10-17) 

Brethren, I appeal to you, by the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that 

all of you agree and that there be no dissension among you, but that you 

be united in the same mind and the same judgment.  For it has been  

reported to me by Chloeɀs people that there is quarreling among you, 

my brethren.  What I mean is that each one of you says, ɁI belong to 

Paul,ɂɯor ɁI belong to Apollos,ɂɯor ɁI belong to Cephas,ɂɯor ɁI belong to 

Christ.ɂɯɯIs Christ divided?  Was Paul crucified for you?  Or were you 

baptized in the name of Paul?  I thank God that I baptized none of you 

except Crispus and Gaius; lest anyone should say that you were  

baptized in my name.  (I did baptize also the household of Stephanas.   

Beyond that, I do not know whether I baptized anyone else.)  For Christ 

did not send me to baptize but to preach the Gospel, and not with  

eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power. 
 

THE GOSPEL 

(For the Eighth Sunday of Matthew) 

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew. (14:14-22) 

At that time, when Jesus went ashore he saw a great throng; and he 

had compassion on them, and healed their sick. When it was  

evening, the disciples came to Him and said, ɁThis is a lonely place, and 

the day is now over; send the crowds away to go into the villages and 

buy food for themselves.ɂɯɯJesus said, ɁThey need not go away; you give 

them something to eat.ɂɯɯThey said to Him, ɁWe have only five loaves 

here and two fish.ɂɯɯAnd He said, ɁBring them here to Me.ɂɯɯThen He 

ordered the crowds to sit down on the grass; and taking the five loaves 

and the two fish He looked up to Heaven, and blessed, and broke and 

gave the loaves to the disciples, and the disciples gave them to the 

crowds.  And they all ate and were satisfied. And they took up twelve 

baskets full of the broken pieces left over. And those who ate were 

about five thousand men, besides women and children. Then Jesus 

made the disciples get into the boat and go before Him to the other side, 

while He dismissed the crowds.
