THE FIRST ANTIPHON 

When Israel went forth from Egypt, the house of Jacob from a 

people of strange language. 

Refrain:  Through the prayers of the Theotokos, O Savior, save us. 

Judah became His sanctuary. Israel His dominion. (Refrain) 

The Sea saw it and fled, the Jordan turned back. (Refrain) 

What ails you, O Sea, that you flee?  O Jordan, that you turn back?  

(Refrain) 

Glory to the Father… Now and ever and unto ages of ages.  

Amen.  (Refrain) 

 

 THE SECOND ANTIPHON 

I love the Lord because He has heard the voice of my supplication. 

Refrain:  O Son of God, baptized by John in the Jordan, save us 

who sing to Thee:  Alleluia! 

Because He inclined His ear to me, I will call on Him as long as I 

live (Refrain) 

The snares of death surround3ed me; the pangs of hell laid hold of 

me.  I suffered distress and anguish, then I called upon the name of 

the Lord (Refrain) 

Gracious and righteous is the Lord; our God is merciful. (Refrain) 

Glory to the Father… Only begotten Son… 

 

THE THIRD ANTIPHON 

O give thanks to the Lord for He is good: for His mercy endures 

forever.  Let the house of Israel say, “He is good, for His mercy 

endures forever.”  Let the house of Aaron say, “He is good, for His 

mercy endures forever,”  Let those who fear the Lord say, “He is 

good, for His mercy endures forever.”

Come, let us worship and fall down before Christ.  Save us, O Son of 

God, that art risen from the dead, for now we sing unto Thee:        

Alleluia, alleluia, alleluia. 

 

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION (TONE SIX) 

When Mary stood at Thy grave, looking for Thy sacred body,  

angelic powers shone above Thy revered tomb; and the soldiers 

who were to keep guard became as dead men. Thou led Hades  

captive and wast not tempted thereby. Thou didst meet the Virgin 

and didst give life to the world, O Thou, Who art risen from the 

dead, O Lord, glory to Thee. 

 

APOLYTIKION OF THE THEOPHANY OF CHRIST (TONE ONE) 
 

When you, O Lord, were baptized in the Jordan, the worship of the 

Trinity was made manifest; for the voice of the Father bore witness 

to You, by calling You His beloved Son; and the Spirit in the form of 

a dove confirmed the truthfulness of His word.  O Christ our God, 

who has revealed Yourself and Has enlightened the world, glory to 

You! 

 

APOLYTIKION OF JOHN THE BAPTIST (TONE TWO) 

The memory of the righteous is celebrated with songs of praise, but 

the Lord’s testimony is sufficient for thee, O Forerunner. Thou wast 

shown indeed to be the most honorable of the prophets, for in the 

waters thou didst baptize Him Who had been proclaimed. After 

suffering with joy in behalf of the truth, thou didst proclaim even to 

those in Hades the God Who appeared in the flesh, Who takest 

away the sin of the world, and granteth us the Great Mercy. 

 

 TROPARION OF ST. GEORGE (TONE FOUR) 

As deliverer of captives and defender of the poor, healer of the  

infirm and champion of kings, victorious Great-martyr George,  

intercede with Christ our God that our souls may be saved.

 OUR LORD (TONE FOUR) 

Today You have shown forth to the world, O Lord and the light of 

Your countenance has been marked on us.  Knowing You, we sing 

Your praises.  You have come and revealed Yourself, O  

unapproachable Light. 

 THE EPISTLE 

(For the Synaxis) 

The righteous shall rejoice in the Lord. O God, hear my prayer. 

The Reading from the Acts of the Apostles. (19:1-8) 

In those days, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul passed 

through the upper country and came to Ephesus. There he found 

some disciples. And he said to them, “Did you receive the Holy 

Spirit when you believed?” And they said, “No, we have never 

even heard that there is a Holy Spirit.” And he said, “Into what 

then were you baptized?” They said, “Into John’s baptism.” And 

Paul said, “John baptized with the baptism of repentance, telling 

the people to believe in the One Who was to come after him, that 

is, Jesus.” On hearing this, they were baptized in the Name of the 

Lord Jesus. And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the  

Holy Spirit came on them; and they spoke with tongues and 

prophesied. There were about twelve of them in all. And he  

entered the synagogue and for three months spoke boldly,  

arguing and pleading about the Kingdom of God. 

 

            THE GOSPEL 

         (For the Synaxis) 

Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. John (1:29-34) 

At that time, John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, 

“Behold, the Lamb of God, Who takes away the sin of the world! 

This is He of Whom I said, ‘After me comes a man Who ranks  

before me, for He was before me.’ I myself did not know Him; but 

for this I  came baptizing with water, that He might be revealed  to

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Israel.” And John bore witness, “I saw the Spirit descend as a 

dove from heaven, and it remained on Him. I myself did not 

know Him; but He Who sent me to baptize with water said to 

me, ‘He on Whom you see the Spirit descend and remain, this is 

He Who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.’ And I have seen and have 

borne witness that this is the Son of God.”
